It was noted that the skate park was being investigated as to possible more extensive repair work. Hoe Road Recreation Ground was reported as being used sensibly with regard to access paths so that monitoring action was now to be noted as complete. The issues arising with moving the dog walking area had been monitored and it was felt that an area should be reintroduced to ensure that dogs were kept to a certain place for health and safety reasons rather than allowed around the perimeter of the children’s play area.
